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How to sign up for the New Referee Class 
 

Create a USSF Referee Login 
1. Create an e-mail account for the referee (g-mail, yahoo, outlook, etc).  If your child is a minor, you can use a 

parent’s e-mail. This can be changed as your child gets older and takes more responsibility. 

2. Got to https://wisref.gameofficials.net/public/default.cfm 

3. Click on New User? On the left side of the screen 

 
4. Choose – I have NEVER BEEN registered 

 
5. Check off the I meet the requirements above and I am ready to create a new account checkbox and then click 

Continue.

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6. Fill out all the information on the new user page.  The account type you are creating is a “Referee”.  I 

recommend you use your email address as the username to keep things simple. 

 
7. Then Click SAVE (Create New Account) 

8. If any additional screens come up, respond accordingly 
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Find and Sign up for a New Referee Class 
1. From the main screen, choose Sign up for Course if you are not logged in or Courses if you are logged in. 

 

 
2. Depending on if you are logged in or not, the screens appear slightly different.  

a. If you are NOT logged in, choose New Referee Course Online 

 
b. If you are logged in, choose Referee Courses and then New Referee Course Online 
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3. You will see a list of the available classes.  Click on the Course # of the class you are interested in.  

 
4. The course details will display.  Click on the link to register for the course on the bottom.  If you have not been 

logged into the system, you will be required to log in to finish registering. 

5. Follow the remaining instructions to complete the registration (sorry – I can’t access the login to get screen 

shots).  You will need to pay with either a Visa or MasterCard. 

Complete the Online Portion of the class 
You must complete the online portion of the class prior to attending the classroom session.  The new referee course 

takes about 8 hours of online work.  You do NOT have to do it all at once.  It is recommended to do a module at a time.  

The system saves your work so you can continue where you left off. 

1. Log in to game officials 

2. Choose Confirmed Reg from the menu on the left. 

 
3. You will see a list of courses you have taken or signed up for.  There should only be 1 the first time. 

 
4. Click on the Course Num for your class to launch into the details. 
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5. Click the Load Session Tracker to start the course. 

 
6. You can then work through all the modules/sessions.  There is typically a quiz at the end of each module that 

needs to be passed.  You can work through the sessions more than once. 

Referee Uniform 
The official provider of referee uniforms is Official Sports (http://officialsports.com). If you ever do high level games, you 

are required to wear an official sports uniform.  For lower level games, you can wear some of the off-brand clothing 

(from score sports, kwik goal or other companies). 

At a minimum, you need: 

• 1 Yellow USSF Economy shirt (short or long sleeve) 

• 1 USSF Black Economy shorts 

• 1 pair of USSF Economy Soccer Socks 

• 1 Complete Data Wallet 

• 1 Basic Flag Set 

• 1 Whistle 

• 1 Velcro patch  

• 1 black bag 

• 1 pair of predominantly black shoes (turf shoes are recommended) 

o It will be cheaper to search for a shoe on clearance than get the ones at Official Sports. 

If purchased individually – the items excluding the shoes will cost over $78. You can buy an 11-piece starter kit that 

includes all those items for about $60. 

Recommended: 

• A second shirt (color green) – strongly recommended 

• A second pair of socks 

• A second set of shorts 

Note: you can get the 7-piece starter kit for less than those items individually and then also have a backup whistle, cards 

and Velcro patch.
